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Cancer: causes and treatment

The Oxford International Biomedical Centre (OIBC), together with St Edward’s School invites you to a Symposium on Cancer: causes and treatment. 

Cancer is a leading cause of disease and death worldwide. If recent trends in major cancers are seen globally in the future, the burden of cancer will increase to 22 million new cases each year by 2030. This represents an increase of 75% compared with 2008.
Cancer is caused by our own cells malfunctioning. These malfunctions are driven by external agents that we are exposed to. Cancer is a collection of diseases, some of which will result in death while others are potentially curable.  There are more than 200 different types of cancer, each with its own name and treatment.
These are some of the issues that will be discussed by experts. Sir Walter Bodmer (Cancer & Immunogenetics Laboratory, Weatherall Institute of Molecular Medicine, John Radcliffe Hospital) will give an overview introduction, Professor Tim Key (Deputy Director, Cancer Epidemiology Unit, Oxford University) will talk about Cancer epidemiology, Dr Ketan Shah (Department of Oncology, University of Oxford) will discuss Making radiotherapy smarter and Dr Kerry Fisher (Oncology Dept of Oxford University and PsiOxus Therapeutics) will give a talk on How tumors subvert normal cells into assisting cancer cells and the role this has in resistance to cancer therapy.

Talks will be interspersed with Q&A sessions as well as a debate at which all participants will be able to quiz each speaker and to put their own views forward.
